GRADUATION PART I

2.1 Entry Criteria and Eligibility

For class 12 equivalency

(1) After passing class 10th, pass a course recognised by the National Council for Vocational
Training (NCVT) of two or more years and a course prescribed for the 12th class from the Board
of Secondary Education Rajasthan / Rajasthan State Open School, Jaipur. According to this, if a
person passes the English subject examination, he will be considered equivalent to passing 12th

for admission to further education. (\ A
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(2) This equivalence will be given only when English and I.T.I. must have passed the final year
examination of .T.I. in the same year or the English examination of I.T.I. must have passed after

doing so.

(3) After passing the 10th, students who have passed two or more years' recognised course of
National Council for Vocational Training (NCVT) (before/after orders) and the 12th equivalency
English examination conducted by Rajasthan State Open School will be able to get it after
passing from Jaipur/Board of Secondary Education, Rajasthan.

(4) For admission to further education, students must pass the 10th class and a 3-year course
approved by the All India Council for Technical Education (AICTE) from a recognised

polytechnic college. This is considered equivalent to passing the 12th class.

Note:

(i) English as per the prescribed course for 12th through ITI (NCVT) and RBSE/RSOS board.
Only candidates who have passed both subjects will be equivalent to class 12th for admission.
(ii) As mentioned above, upon achieving the equivalence of 12th, the student will be considered

a Science Faculty (Mathematics stream) student.

2.1.1 After giving admission to all the eligible applicants, if there remains a vacancy in the
approved category of any class/subject (except Law Faculty), then the vacant places can be filled
in the order of preference by giving relaxation of up to 3 percent in the eligibility mentioned
above. For this, candidates with applications of up to 3 percent less than the minimum mentioned
above eligibility percentage can be accepted. Still, if there is a vacancy in the women's college,

admission will be given till the minimum passing marks.

additional subject can apply for both subject groups.

2.1.2 The rules of the affiliating university will be followed for admission to the Faculty of
Science of the students who have passed the qualifying examination from the agriculture course,

but the eligibility will remain as per Table 2.1.

2.1.3 Candidates who have passed the qualifying examination in vocational courses from the
Board of Secondary Education can be admitted only to the Faculty of Arts and Commerce. The
percentage of marks obtained in the qualifying examination will be used to determine their

priority in the admission merit list. Five percent marks will be deducted.

2.1.4 To determine the admission priority of those candidates who have passed the 12th class
with additional subjects, the marks of 05 subjects with the highest marks will be added, in which
one language is mandatory. A maximum of one more language can be selected in the other 04
subjects. While determining the admission preference of Science Faculty candidates seeking
admission in the Mathematics/Biology stream, the percentage of marks will be calculated by
including the marks of one language and the desired subject (Maths/Biology) in the marks of the

best five subjects.
2.2 Class Entry Limit

2.2.1 A maximum of 80 students can be admitted in one class/section of each class/subject of
the Faculty of Arts and Commerce. A maximum of 70 students can be admitted to one

class/section of each class/subject of the Faculty of Science.-

2.2.2 (i) In case the number of students enrolled in any class/subject in Part I (Pass/Honours
course) at the graduation level is less than 20, that class/subject will not be continued in the
current academic session, and the students will be granted admission in other desired classes, the
fees deposited by them will be adjusted and the Principal will inform the same to the

Commissioner/Director of College Education.

(ii) Painting, English, Home Science, Jainology, Music, Sindhi, Philosophy, Public
Administration, Psychology, Punjabi, Rajasthani, Sanskrit, Urdu, Persian, Economics and
Science of Arts Faculty in all the subjects of all women's colleges and co-educational colleges.

Faculty of Geology subjects and T.D.P. In case the minimum number of students in Graduation
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Part I of (Textile Dyeing and Printing) is less than 10, the teaching of that subject will not be

continued in the current session.

(iii) There will be a relaxation of 25 percent in the minimum number prescribed in (i) and (ii) for

colleges located in the tribal sub-plan areas.
2.3 Entry after gap

2.3.1 If a gap of more than two academic sessions elapses after passing the qualifying

examination, a regular/self-study applicant will not be allowed admission to the next class.

2.3.2 The above rules regarding gap will not be applicable to deaf-mute, blind candidates, and

women candidates.
2.4 Interchange in Faculty/Subject/Honors Course

2.4.1 After admission to any faculty, the application of the students wishing to change the faculty
can be considered only when there are vacancies in the class of the desired faculty and the
percentage of marks obtained by the student wishing to change is equivalent to the desired
faculty/subject/honours course. The marks obtained by the last student admitted to the class

should not be less than the percentage.

2.4.2 The faculty change will be possible after completing the eligibility for admission to the
desired faculty. A student enrolled in the Honors course can be changed to a pass course only if
the number of students enrolled in the Honors course due to change as per point 2.4.1 is not less
than 20.

2.4.3 Permission for a change of faculty/subject will be given only once space is available in the

subject combination. Admission will be given based on preference for vacant seats.

2.4.4 Students wishing to change subjects/faculty must pay Rs. 200/—within the stipulated

period (mentioned in the admission programme). The application form must be submitted along

with the fee.
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2.5 Order of preference in case of equal percentage

2.5.1 If in any class/subject, the candidate with bonus marks and the candidate without bonus

have the same percentage in the priority list, then the candidate without bonus will be ranked

higher.

2.5.2 If the same is true in point 2.5.1, the candidate with higher marks in class 12th will have a

lower rank.

2.5.3 The same as in point 2.5.2, the candidate with the highest percentage of marks in the

secondary examination will be ranked higher.

2.5.4 If the points are the same as in 2.5.3, then preference will be given to the candidate of older

age.
2.6 Admission to the first part of the agriculture course

Admission will be given in Part I of the Agriculture Faculty of the respective colleges based on

the Joint Entrance Examination (JET) conducted for admission to Agriculture courses.

3.1.1 The rules of the affiliating university will be applicable for eligibility for admission to

postgraduate classes.

3.1.2 In case seats remain vacant, a 5 percent relaxation in minimum marks percentage can be

given to female candidates and candidates of Table 3.1 (ii) for admission.

3.1.3 A relaxation of 5 per cent can be given in the minimum marks percentage in colleges

located in the tribal sub-plan areas.

3.1.4 A failed student will not be given admission again in the same course as a regular student,
but he can be given admission in another postgraduate course on the basis of marks obtained in

the graduation examination.

3.1.5 No candidate will be given the opportunity more than twice (in two postgraduate subjects
or one postgraduate subject and law graduate/postgraduate course) or postgraduate diploma after

the qualifying graduation examination in a government college.

3.1.6 Candidates who have passed the three-year law graduation examination can be given
admission in the post-graduation course on the basis of marks obtained in the General/Honours

graduation examination.

3.1.7 The conditions given in rule 2.3.1 regarding admission in the latter after the gap will be

applicable to the candidates who have passed the former.
3.1.7 (a) There will be no restriction regarding the interval for entry in the first half.

3.1.8 A student who has passed the first half can pursue B.Ed. in the next session. After taking
admission in the postgraduate class of the college, the student will get T.C. In the absence of
such, temporary admission will be given as per rules. An affidavit will be taken from the student
that he has been a regular student of B.Ed in the last session and after receiving the examination

results, he will join T.C. Otherwise his/her admission will be considered automatically cancelled.
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3.2 Limit of seats in class/subject/papers:

3.2.1 Keeping in view the university affiliation, a maximum of 60 and a minimum of 20
candidates can be given admission in a class in postgraduate subjects of the Arts and Commerce

Faculty.

3.2.2 Admission will be given in the subject category of Science Faculty at the places determined

by the Commissionerate/Affiliating University.

3.2.3 The minimum number of students in a class in postgraduate subjects of women's colleges
is 10.

3.2.4 All subjects of Commerce Faculty, Painting, English, Hindi, Economics, Home Science,
Zoology, Music, Philosophy, Public Administration, Psychology, Rajasthani, Sanskrit, Urdu,
Sindhi, Persian, Punjabi and Science Faculty of Arts Faculty. The minimum number of students
in the first half of postgraduate classes in geology, mathematics, and physics subjects and in
PGDCA is 10 instead of 20.

3.2.5 Colleges located in tribal areas will get a relaxation of up to 25 percent in the minimum

number in points 3.2.1 to 3.2.4.

3.2.6 In case the admission is less than the minimum limit prescribed in points 3.2.1 to 3.2.5, the

teaching of that subject will be postponed for that session.

3.2.7 The students in the first half/second half of all the faculties will be allotted an optional
question paper/branch in the order of preference. If the number of students interested in any
question paper/branch is less than 5, the teaching of that optional question paper/branch will be

postponed for that session.

3.2.8 Where the number of seats sanctioned at postgraduate level in science subjects is less than

20, the number of seats can be increased to 20 on the condition that the academic workload is

not increased for the sake of obtaining grant by the institution, but any optional question paper

/The number of students in the branch should not be less than 5.
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3.3 Process of priority determination
3.3.1 For admission in the same faculty: -

The eligibility for admission to postgraduate class in each faculty will be determined on the

following basis: -

(i) If the subject is applied for at the graduation level, the total marks obtained by the candidate
for determining the category (division) of Part I, Il and III of the graduation course will be
calculated by adding the marks of the classes mentioned above in the applied subject to the total
marks obtained in all the subjects. The percentage obtained will be calculated based on the sum

of both the integers even if these examinations have been passed from different universities.

(i) If no subject is applied for at the graduation level and if the student fulfills the eligibility
criteria prescribed by the affiliating university, the admission priority list will be prepared based
on the remaining marks percentage after reducing the percentage of marks obtained by |
candidates having other subjects by 5 percent. Admission will be given on the basis of the |

combined merit list of both categories. |

(iii) For both the above-mentioned types of candidates:

(b) If any bonus percentage is payable to the candidate, then the preference will be determined

by adding it to the total percentage.

3.3.2 For admission to different faculty

(i) The eligibility marks obtained for candidates passing the examination from different faculty

will be as per the rules/statutes of the affiliating university.

(ii) After reducing the percentage of marks of eligible candidates of different faculties by 5
percent, admission will be given on the basis of the combined merit list of candidates of the same

and different faculties on the basis of the remaining percentage of marks, but the admitted list of

the seats earmarked for each category. V‘(\NO )
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(iii) In case of less number of candidates from the same faculty, if there are eligible candidates
from a different faculty, they will be given admission to more than 20 percent of seats with the

permission of the Admission Commissionerate.

(iv) Admission list of candidates from the same faculty, keeping a maximum of 20 percent seats
withheld for the courses in which candidates who have passed graduation examination from a
different faculty are eligible for admission and whose examination result has not been declared
can be issued. The final admission list will be released as per points (ii) and (iii) after the results

of Graduation Part III of all three faculties are declared.
3.3.3 Admission of candidates who have passed Honours Graduation Examination

The merit list will be prepared by increasing the percentage of marks obtained by the candidates
who have passed the Honors Graduation examination by 5 percentage points. This benefit will
not be admissible to those candidates who have been awarded an Honours degree due to high
percentage of passing the course. This benefit will not be payable even if you take admission in

a subsidiary subject.

3.3.4 If a candidate's marks increase after the improvement examination, then only the increased

marks will be considered for determining his/her eligibility.
3.3.5 If two or more candidates have equal marks, then in order of preference

(i) Among the candidates with and without a bonus, the rank of the candidate without a bonus

will be higher.

(ii) The candidate with higher marks in the applied subject will be ranked higher.
(iii) The older candidate will be on top.

3.4 Transfer from one subject to another

If a candidate's name appears in the admission list of more than one subject, he can take
admission in any of these subjects by paying the fee. If his name appears in the admission list of

any other subject released later, he will be able to take admission in that subject by depositing a
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
