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Introduction 

 

The Red Ribbon Club (RRC) is a voluntary on-campus intervention program for students in 

our college. It is initiated and supported by the State AIDS Control Society (SACS).  The RRC 

at St. Xavier’s College Jaipur started in 2021 and has two units with 200 student volunteers. 

The Red Ribbon Club aims to harness the potential of the youth by equipping them with correct 

information on HIV/AIDS prevention, care, support, and treatment. The club at St. Xavier’s 

College Jaipur regularly organizes awareness events, blood donation drives, and many more 

activities. 

 

About Red Ribbon Club 

The Red Ribbon Club is a voluntary on-campus intervention program for students in 

educational institutions. It is initiated and supported by the Rajasthan State AIDS Control 

Society (RSACS) and implemented through multi-sectoral collaboration particularly using the 

services of cadre officers of the state’s National Service Scheme (NSS). 

The Red Ribbon Club aims to harness the youth's potential by equipping them with correct 

information on HIV/AIDS Prevention, Care, Support and Treatment. It also aims to build their 

capacities as peer educators in spreading messages on positive health behaviour in an enabling 

environment and increasing voluntary blood donation among youth. The objectives of Red 

Ribbon Club are following: 

 To reduce new HIV infection among youth by raising their risk perception through 

awareness of Sex, Sexuality, and HIV & AIDS. 

 To induce among youth the spirit to help and support people living with HIV/AIDS 

(PHLA) thereby reducing stigma and discrimination against PHLAs. 

 To motivate youth and build their capacity as peer educators and change agents by 

developing their skill on Leadership, negotiation and team building. 

 To promote voluntary non-remunerated blood donation among youth. 
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Events orgnised by the Red Ribbon Club at St. Xavier’s College Jaipur in the academic 
year 2023-24.  

 

1. RRC- Marathon 

The Red Ribbon Club at St. Xavier’s College, Jaipur, organized an awareness marathon on 

September 9, 2023, under the National AIDS Control Programme. The objective of this 

marathon was to spread awareness among the youth about HIV/AIDS. The marathon started 

with a brief message from Prof. Fr. S. Xavier SJ, Principal of St. Xavier’s College, Jaipur, 

regarding the importance of AIDS awareness among the youth. Student volunteers prepared 

various posters to spread awareness of AIDS among the students. 

College Principal Prof. Fr. S. Xavier SJ and Vice Principal Fr. Dr. Raymond Cherubin SJ 

motivated the students and started the marathon with a green signal. A total of 15 students 

participated in the marathon, and 100 students from the college cheered them on. Activity 

Coordinator Dr. Pradeep Soni, Red Ribbon Club Coordinator Dr. Sunita Choudhary, and Red 

Ribbon Club members Dr. Mamta Pareek and Dr. Ajay Dandotiya, the sports coach, were 

present to motivate the students. 

All the participants performed very well, and the three winners were as follows: 

Winner: Abhishek Tirkey, B.Com. III Year 

First Runner-Up: Manish Yadav, BA Pass Course I Year 

Second Runner-Up: Ajay Choudhary, BA Pass Course II Year 

The above names and details were sent to the Rajasthan State AIDS Control Society via email. 

The participants and the audience learned about HIV/AIDS and shared the information with 

others. 
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2. RRC Orientation and Blood Donation Drive  

The Red Ribbon Club, in collaboration with the National Service Scheme (NSS), organized an 

RRC orientation and blood donation event in partnership with Suman Blood Bank on 

September 27, 2023. For the orientation, Dr. Pradeep Chaudhary, Additional Project Director 

of the Rajasthan AIDS Control Society, was invited. Simultaneously, the blood donation drive 

commenced at 8:30 AM in room numbers 40 and 41. In room 40, beds for blood donors were 

arranged, while room 41 provided refreshments for the donors. 

The blood donation drive began with a ribbon-cutting ceremony led by Prof. Fr. S. Xavier SJ, 

Principal of St. Xavier’s College Jaipur, and Fr. Dr. Raymond Cherubin, Vice Principal. 

Donors were registered, and a time-wise schedule was circulated among them. During the first 

hour, BBA students were called, followed by BCOM students in the second hour. During the 

break hour, unregistered students were encouraged to donate, and after the break, students from 

other departments were invited to contribute. In the final hour, staff and other donors were 

called upon to donate. 

Following the blood donation, donors were provided with refreshments in room 40. They were 

also presented with tokens of appreciation, including certificates, medals and bottles. The blood 

donation drive concluded at 2:00 PM. The event saw enthusiastic participation from students, 

with a total of 54 units of blood collected by the bank. The donors included not only students 

but also staff members and other individuals. At the conclusion of the drive, Suman Blood 

Bank formally signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with the college. 
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3. Educate to Empower: Awareness Against AIDS: World AIDS Day 

The Red Ribbon Club, in collaboration with NSS, Debate Society, Gender Study and Women's 

Cell, and Xavier’s Photography Club, organized Red Ribbon Reel (Rock the Ribbon), Debate 

Competition, and Poster-making competitions from November 29 to December 2, 2023, on the 

theme "Educate to Empower: Awareness Against AIDS." 

For the reel-making competition, students were informed to create the reel and send it by 

November 29, 2023, on themes related to AIDS. Students were asked to create different posters 

on AIDS and submit them by December 1. On the same day, in the college campus, the Red 

Ribbon Club formed a human chain. Red Ribbon Club teacher coordinators and member Dr. 

Sunita Choudhary and Dr. Mamta Pareek informed the youth about the importance of AIDS 

awareness. They shared this year's World AIDS Day theme: "Let Communities Lead." Through 

that theme, they informed students about how each individual can make a difference in society 

and how we can protect each other from this deadly disease. 

On December 2, 2023, RRC, in collaboration with the Debate Society, organized a debate 

competition in which many students enthusiastically participated. The topic was "Social Media 

Creates AIDS Awareness in Youth," and the event took place at 9:30 am in the conference 

room. The debate competition began with a welcome note to the judges, Dr. Ranjeet Kaur and 

Rev Fr Dr. Raymond Cherubin. After the introduction, students were asked to be seated 

according to their positions for or against the motion, as it was informed to them a day before 

the debate competition. All the students enthusiastically participated in the event, which was 

witnessed by around 27 students in the audience. At the end of the debate competition, the 

judges appreciated the students for their enthusiastic participation and motivated them to keep 

participating in such events in life. Students were very happy with the different kinds of events 

being organized, and they learned about AIDS awareness.
